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APA 7th Ed In-Text Citations

For in-text parenthetical citations (except in the case of block quotations), the reference is placed
immediately before the final punctuation mark of the sentence that contains the source. Elements
(such as author, publication year, and page number) are separated by commas. A page number in a

“ ”

citation is referenced as an abbreviation (“p.”).
